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Internship Policy

When applying for an internship at New Hope Youth & Family Services, there is a minimum requirement of 45 volunteer hours with the agency. These minimum hours are required due to the agency’s desire to determine if the intern will have a positive fit within the program.

 For our clients’ safety, New Hope has to assure that all interns are able to display appropriate behavior and work well with the program that is in place. These hours need to be finished under the supervision of the unit Supervisor so that New Hope management has a signed record for the completion of 45 hours. 

 In order to intern, an individual must be female, fill out the employment application,* sign a criminal consent form,* have a TB test completed and a background check done through the Department of Human Services. Please make sure you have adequate time to receive these documents before beginning volunteer hours with New Hope. 

After completing these requirements, it is the individual’s responsibility to set up volunteer time with New Hope.

By signing this paper, you acknowledge that New Hope has the right to accept or reject intern placement after the initial 45 hours of volunteer time.
